Performance Notes 
1. In the first movement, make sure that the clarinet plays under the saxophone in volume at measure 7-17.

2. Make sure, in the first movement, that the melody is the most prominent voice the first two times, with the original countermelody being more prominent the last time.

3. In the second movement, the piece is more effective when performed at a slightly faster tempo than what is marked (about 160-168).

4. It is easier to conduct the 5/4 bars in 3+3+2+2, in either a two or four pattern.  

5. There are some 3/4 bars in the second movement that should be conducted in 2 rather than three.

6. In measure 74-82 make sure that the crescendo builds to a fortissimo.  

7. Make sure to maintain a light, dance-like feel in the second movement.

8. Accents shouldn’t be over played.  

9. Be careful at measure 37 of counting rests.  The students will tend to play in the rest in measure 39, 40 and 43. 

10. At measure 92 in the second movement, make sure that the Marimba part is very steady and even.
